Zomba Partnership Committee 

Container for Zomba 
 

The Partnership Committee has been collecting goods to send to our partner 

Presbytery and associated churches in Zomba. Amongst other items, we 

have stacking chairs, a considerable amount of school books, theological 

books, pieces of IT equipment and shoes. These are presently being stored 

at Walkerburn Church and the intention is to send this container out in April.  
 

You may well ask why we should spend such a large sum in solely 

transporting what are mainly used goods. The answer is three fold: firstly 

experience has shown that if we sent money the chances of it being used for 

the purposes it was raised are small, secondly it would not be possible to 

purchase many of the items in Malawi and thirdly, after much discussion 

with our colleagues in Zomba they have expressed a preference for goods 

which are not readily available there rather than money. 
 

We shall be using the Raven Trust which had considerable experience in 

sending containers to Malawi and good connections with a trustworthy 

Malawi freight company and local churches. More information about the 

Raven Trust can be found at www.theraventrust.org.  
 

Presently we have about half a container full of goods stored at Walkerburn. 

We shall be looking for further items such as: 

• Spiritual literature 

• Office equipment 

• Musical instruments 

• Woodworking tools  

• Knitting needles 

• Wool for knitting 

• Sets of Football / Netball strips 

• Bicycles 

• Garden tools 

• School text books 

• Sewing machines. 
 

These should be second hand items 

in working condition although non-

functioning bicycles can be considered. Pick-up and delivery to Walkerburn 

Church can be arranged if needed.  
 

Walkerburn Church will be open on Saturday mornings in February 

from 10.00am to 1.00pm for you to bring donations directly.

A Visit to  
The Scots Kirk in Paris

On a recent visit to Paris, we were 

fortunate to be able to visit The Scots Kirk 

in Rue Bayard, just off the Champs-Elysee. 

I have a second cousin Dorothy  who has 

lived in Paris for many years, having 

studied French at University then later 

marrying Pierre, who rose high in the 

ranks of the Paris police. Dorothy and I 

had lost touch for many years (over half a 

century, in  fact !) and it is a great joy to 

us both to be re-united. 

 

Because of her fluency in French, Dorothy, 

to her own astonishment, found herself  in 

the office of Session Clerk, and just about 

everything else as well ! The congregation 

is flourishing, but by its very nature, many 

of the worshippers are passing through or 

staying in Paris for a relatively short time. 

 

The Paris congregation was established in 1858. In 1885, the 

congregation moved its place of worship to the former American 

Episcopal church in rue Bayard.  

Some famous people have worshipped here. They include 

American President Woodrow Wilson, British Prime Minister David 

Lloyd George, and Eric Liddell the famous Scottish Olympic 

athlete (who preferred to preach in the Scots Kirk rather than 

race on a Sunday in the 1924 Paris 

Games). His life, missionary work and 

tragic death, are recounted in the book 

and film "Chariots of Fire". 

 

After WW2, it was discovered that there 

had been damage to the structure of 

the building and a new church was built. 

However, this gave serious structural 

problems and in the 1990s the decision 

was made to do a deal with a property 

developer, luxury flats being built on 



the site but with premises for the church on the ground floor and 

basement.  

 

At the entrance is a beautiful 

metal screen depicting a Celtic 

cross and inlaid with stones 

from Scotland. Inside there is 

office accommodation, a small 

hall, a pleasant outside 

courtyard and the church itself. 

Although simple in its interior 

design, it is a peaceful and 

beautiful sanctuary. 

 

No visit to the Scots Kirk would 

be complete without a mention 

of their former minister, Dr 

Donald Caskie, the ‘Tartan Pimpernel’. 

 

In 1940, following the forced closure of the church due to the 

German occupation of Paris, Donald Caskie moved to Marseille 

where he held services in the Seamen's Mission. He became a 

member of the French Resistance and a vital link in helping allied 

soldiers and airmen to safety in neutral Spain. Betrayed, 

arrested and sentenced to death by the Gestapo, his life was 

saved by a German pastor. His fascinating 

story is told in the book The Tartan 

Pimpernel, and this link is one of which the 

Kirk is particularly proud.

Words of Wisdom 
The Importance of Waiting 

 

‘Let Patience have her perfect work…’  James 1:4 
 

Have you been asking God, ‘Why do I have to wait so long?’ If so, here are 

four important things you need to know:   
 

1) Waiting trains you. Time spent waiting can be time spent learning. And 

if you’re learning, you’re not losing. God will train you for battle because 

He’s a good general. ‘Praise be to the Lord my Rock, who trains my hands 

for war, my fingers for battle’ (Psalm 144:1) NIV).  
 

2) Waiting corrects you. The Psalmist wrote: ‘Before I was afflicted I went 

astray, but now I keep Your word. (Psalm 119:67 NKJV). Pain can be 

profitable. Adversity can lead to spiritual advancement if you’re willing to 

glean from it. Pain forces you to look to God for answers, to lean on Him 

instead of others, to learn where 

you went astray, to hunger for 

His presence and His healing 

touch, to listen for His 

instructions and be sensitive to 

the changes He wants to bring 

about in your life. Yes, you can 

turn your pain into progress. 
 

3) Waiting reveals those 

around you. Motives are not 

easily discerned. Trust God but 

test people. That’s scriptural. 

…’the Lord your God led you…forty years, to humble you and to test you in 

order to know what was in your heart’ (Deuteronomy 8:2 NIV). People can 

keep their intentions and motives covered for a long time, but waiting 

generally forces the truth to the surface.  
 

4) Waiting gives God time to solve the problem. He’s a miracle-working 

God, so don’t get ahead of Him and rob Him of the opportunity to 

demonstrate His power in your life.

Fairtrade Fortnight Recipe         

Chocolate and Pear Sponge 

Ingredients 

6oz (175g) Fairtrade caster sugar  1 ¾ oz (50g) Fairtrade cocoa 

4 ½ oz (125g) margarine or butter  1 ¾ oz (50g) Fairtrade plain 

chocolate (chopped) 

4 large beaten eggs     2 pears, peeled and chopped 

9 oz (250g) self-raising flour   5 fl. oz. (150ml.) milk 
 

Method  

Grease and line a loose bottom 7” cake 

tin and pre-heat oven to Gas Mark 4 

(180C/350F). Cream the sugar and 

margarine till light and fluffy. Sift the 

flour with the cocoa. Beat in the eggs a 

little at a time adding a little flour each 

time to stop curdling. Fold in the pears 

and chocolate pieces. Fold in the milk and 

pour the mixture into the prepared tin. 

Bake for 30-40 mins. in the centre of the 

oven. Dust with icing sugar to serve.
